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Online Safety - Momo
At present there is much media concern around Momo. Northamptonshire County

Council have sent the following information to schools:

“At this moment in time it’s a concerning hoax, there is no concrete evidence to say
it’s linked to violent acts or self-harm. Northamptonshire County Council recently
put videos out on Twitter and Instagram, advising schools and parents to remain
calm and not to panic. The media also created a similar stir with Blue Whale in 2017
saying it was linked to 130 deaths in Russia and again this was very much
questioned in terms of the truth. However the videos circulating of the distorted
lady are worrying if seen by young people.”

We would like to use this opportunity to ask you to talk to your children about
online safety and to check how your devices are set up and used - time limits and
monitoring are also important. Please could you all (as we are sure you do
frequently) talk to your children about making sure that they talk to you if they
experience anything that worries them - especially if it says that they should keep
something secret from their parents. The Police talk a lot to children about
“butterfly feelings in their tummy” - if it does not feel right, then tell.
